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School context
This is the village school for a large and growing community. The community
is more suburban that rural in character without wide social and economic
differences. The school is larger than most in the immediate area with 210
pupils on roll. The school buildings are some 20 years old, replacing an older
school nearer the centre of the village. Most of the pupils transfer at eleven to
the comprehensive school in Epworth with a few going to the grammar school
in Gainsborough.

Summary Judgement
This is a Good village school with a strong Christian moral ethos. It serves its local
community well, and the parents appreciate its strengths. There is a good well-
founded relationship with the local church and Christian community.

Established strengths

• Personal relationships within the school are very good. as a consequence 
whole school’s commitment to a Christian based set of principles.

What is the impact of collective worship on the school community?
The collective worship in the school is very well planned and effectively delivered 
that its impact upon the life of the school is GOOD.

There is a regular pattern of worship including daily assemblies and grace
before meals. There is a good use of a school prayer as well as prayers written o
chosen by the pupils for special occasions but only occasional use of formal litur
prayer

The Head teacher and Deputy Head lead most acts of worship, but class
teachers regularly help their classes to produce assemblies for the rest of the sc
Usually some members of staff attend acts of worship. Foundation governors, th
Bishop’s Visitor, the parish priest and local minister all lead worship regularly.
Consequently pupils understand that worship is not just something that happens 
them in school, but is important elsewhere. Evenys in the Christian and academ
are marked by special services some in school, others such as Christmas, Easte
the Leavers’ service, in Church. Year 6 pupils regularly attend the Church Schoo
festival in Lincoln Cathedral.

How effective are the leadership and management of the school as a
church school?

The leadership and management of this Church of England school are good
because the Head teacher, staff and governors share a common understanding o
school’s aims. The school has earned the trust and support of the parents over 
number of years of delivering a well considered, well rounded and wholly approp
education for the community’s children. The good primary school practice is sup
by a general Christian ethos to give it an overall purpose greater than simply the
achievement of good grades and official approval. The leadership of the head tea
is outstanding, his vision of what the school can and should achieve is clear and
communicated well to the governors and staff. His pastoral care of the children 
the staff is the prime example for the school’s outstanding care of the pupils.

As a result the pupils know w
they can and cannot do, they know whom to approach when they are troubled, 
they are assured of equality of treatment.

The governors are active in promoting the values of the school; they are
knowledgeable about its strengths and of where it needs to address issues. This 
because they share responsibilities and those who can are regular and frequent
visitors to the school. They are supportive of the school’s improvement plan and
manage resources well, having identified that the provision for collective worship and
religious education needs addressing in the near future.

The management of the school makes good use of the training resources
provided by both the local authority and the diocesan education team for the
professional development of the staff, and of governors. This ensures that all in
in managing the school are up-to-date in their understanding of needs and method
Good use is made of the varied professional insights, skills and enthusiasms of
governors to ensure effective governance of the school.



The foundation governors are energetic in promoting the general Christian
basis for the school’s ethos as a foundation for its continuing progress.
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
